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In We March, we find people coming together
to take action for a common purpose and goal,
justice. Parents  and children can explore
together what justice and freedom mean. The
book gives an easy way to talk about things
children may have seen on TV.

● What has your family seen on TV?
● Have you seen people marching for

justice?
● Notice together the variety of people and ages illustrated in the book.

Talk about why justice is an important goal for all people. Discuss that justice
is not always easy, but that it is the right way. Talk about how difficult it can
be to work for justice and how only together can these ideals be reached.

3. What do the people in the book march for?
4. How are the people working together?
5. What is justice? What does justice look like?
